Treasure hunt Clues: 

Clue1: “The first heart that I ever loved still lives in a frame” (heart to photo)  

Clue 2: “I swore an oath to protect life… yet the life closest to me slipped away. 

The answer lies where my oath met steel.” (to instruments) 

Clue 3: jumbled letters in surgical instruments spelling NEWS (to newspaper) 

Clue4: Certain letters circled in the article spell “AWARD.” (to award) 

Clue 5: the award has “Every life matters.” Written on it with the hospital logo.  “The 
world celebrated me that day. That night, I wrote the truth.”- written next to the date of 
award (leading to journal with the same logo and quote).  

Clue 6: Inside the journal is written “ I lost them both- “One never saw the world. The 
other could not bear to stay in it.” Then, “they came to me with theirs’ and I couldn’t let 
them have it too. So the SCANS are not the only thing I had to take…”

What is the profession of Arvind Mehta?
